MANAGER'S REPORT

Administration: Staff assisted with the 2007 audit. A new standard auditing procedure was adopted nationally in
May 2007 which required a new Four Colonies data base for our auditing company, Dana F. Cole & Company, LLP.
The audit was intense. No irregularities were found in our financial statements and supporting documentation
supported all transactions. Our next meeting is the annual homeowners meeting. The purpose of the meeting is to
elect 3 board members. It is also an opportunity for committee chairs to communicate with attendees and report on the
past year’s accomplishments.

Residential: Bordner Roofing is again in the neighborhood. They started February 25 with their 2008 contracts. We
have 11 roofs scheduled for replacement by April 7.

Painters are looking forward to starting their season on approximately April 1, 2008.

The schedule will be printed again in the April Clarion and we encourage all homeowners to make arrangements to get
their rehab scheduled.
